WooshCom® Announces Miniature DVB-ASI to DHEI MPEG-2 Interface Adapter

WooshCom® Corporation, today announced the introduction of the second product in its line of miniature MPEG-2 Interface Adapters for use in cable television headends, satellite uplink/downlink sites and R&D labs.  Their unique product, the MPA-1030, converts MPEG-2 transport streams from the world standard interface – DVB-ASI to Motorola’s DHEI interface in what WooshCom calls a “cable-mounted” package. 

The MPA-1030 will be formally unveiled next week in Philadelphia at SCTE’s CableTec Expo, where it will be on display at Motorola’s booth and the booths of WooshCom’s TeamWoosh partners: Rohde & Schwartz and K-tech Telecommunications.  

The unique “cable-mounted” approach of WooshCom’s MPA Series of adapters permits the adapters to be installed in the wire harness area of an equipment rack directly behind the device with the DHEI interface. “ This effectively turns a legacy DHEI device into a DVB-ASI device with all the distance & compatibility benefits of ASI.  The DHEI interface has a 12 foot distance limit, but ASI can be run for hundreds of feet and easily split to multiple destinations.” says Mr. Marler, WooshCom’s Founder & CTO.  

WooshCom’s MPA-1030 rate adapts the MPEG-2 packets on the ASI interface to the fixed data rate on the DHEI output port.  PCR timing is corrected to keep system jitter introduction to negligible levels.  Its case is a rugged but lightweight 3.4” x 2.3” x 1” aluminum extrusion with all locking connections and dual power ports to enable redundant power.  Its optional features are ASI loop-thru with adaptive equalization to repeat the ASI signal; and fixed 64QAM, fixed 256QAM or selectable clock frequency for the DHEI output port.  All versions give a visual indication of having achieved packet synchronization on the ASI input and also have an Overflow LED that indicates when the input data rate has exceeded the output capacity of the DHEI interface. 

“Some MPEG re-multiplexers have only one output port, which may be either DHEI or ASI but not both.  In such cases savings, of $6K to $10K in future upgrade charges, can be reaped by deploying the re-mux with ASI outputs and using the MPA-1030 at the destination devices to convert to DHEI. We call this future-proofing one’s re-mux investment. You get a re-mux with all-ASI I/O today and can still accommodate legacy DHEI devices with our adapter” says Mr. Marler.

WooshCom’s MPA-1030 will enable DVB based equipment, like satellite receivers from companies such as K-tech Telecommunications, to feed an MPEG-2 stream into Digicipher® encrypted cable plants either via Motorola’s IRTs or their line of MPS devices.  

The MPA-1030 will provide cable operators, who are moving to predominantly ASI head-ends, a way to make use of unused DHEI input ports on their installed base of MPEG re-multiplexers while keeping with their ASI approach.  In certain cases the installation of a new re-mux may be avoided.

WooshCom offers a free spreadsheet based analysis to operators purchasing new re-multiplexer equipment to help them identify the many hidden costs of DHEI and decide the best way to interface their legacy equipment to a new re-mux. The spreadsheet tool, which is supplied to the operator, allows various “what-if” scenarios to be examined.
